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Boarding programme withdrawal
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If you choose to opt-out of the Boarding Programme, you
must apply to the School by 7 June 2024 with a detailed
explanation. Please note in case of special-case withdrawal,
re-joining will mvolve a new application submission along
with an extra month’s boarding fee payment. However,
application to join the programme after February, 2025
will not be accepted.

Boarders, who wish to withdraw from the Boarding
Programme under special circumstances, should submit
the request application i writing, one month prior to the
date of withdrawal. However, 1f immediate withdrawal 1s
intended, one-month extra administrative fee will be
charged from the day when the written request was
submitted.
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Important Notes

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School Bus Arrangement
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The boarders can apply for the drop-off service on Friday
and pick-up on Monday, on a route that suits their needs.
The charge for this will be two-third of the total.
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School Bus Arrangement
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Boarders who successfully apply for the school bus service
mentioned above wishing to take single trips home on from
Monday to Thursday and back the following morning, will
have to pay extra for each trip. ($100 for each single trip and
$150 for round trip. Fare is to be settled by each trip and no
upper limit for the charges of each month.) They can also

choose to pay full fare to take the school bus on any day from
Monday to Friday.
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
